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The fundamental requirement for an

effective legal document 1s that it should
be comprehensive and legally enforceable.
Some basic parameters for generating an
effective legal document that are required
to be followed are discussed herein below.

A. KNOW YOUR FACTS

Gather all facts from the client to
understand the objective of the client
and the purpose of the transaction.

Never hesttate to constantly question
the client on the facts and seek
clarifications.

Do vour own research on the subject
matter of the transaction and the
applicable relating  to  the
transaction - for example, if the
transaction document is between two
B2B (business to business) clients,
understand the functioming of the
BZBE market, its operations, scope of
establishing a B2B event etc. Domain
knowledge 1z critical for drafting an
effective and comprehensive legal
document.

Be clear whom vou are representing but
always bear 1n mind that as lawyers our
assigmment s to ensure the transaction

does not break by bemg rigid on our
pomts of view.

Legal documents are typically a set of
instructions for parties to follow 1n an
effort to fulfil the intent of one or more
parties to the transaction Therefore, the
legal document must be clear, complets
and contain functional instructions to
promote the chient’s goals and meet the
requirements of the transaction.

. PRINCIPLES TO BE FOLLOWED

FOR CLEAR LEGAL DRAFTING

Plan vour document and the contents
before you put pen to paper.

Be concise and use sumple positive
language as against bombastic and
long dravm sentences which may give
room to wnterpretation. Concise simple
sentences will provide clarity on intent
of the transaction better Do not be
afraid of symplicity.

Understand words properly prior to
using them to convey the intent of the
legal document.

a <~ Shall” when used will impose
an obligation but may be a future
action
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b. "Will" when used will predict

future action

c. “Must” will impose an obligation
and the necessity to act

d. "Must Not™ will clearly indicate
prohibition

e. should” will infer obligation but
1ot a necessity

f “May” will indicate discretion to
act.
If any of the words are used

interchangeably the entire intent of
the parties to the transaction mayv alter
impacting the transaction. So one must
be very careful n one’s use of the
language at all times and be aware of
the objective of the transaction

All material facts must be captured in
the legal document and we Advocates
should never hesttate to reach to the
chient for clarification asrequired. Don’t
assume the intent of the transaction and

the client while drafting.

Be consistent and vse the same words
throughout the legal document to
denote same things. If anv word s
defined alwavs use only the defined
word with the first letter alwavs in
capital to denote the defined word -
for example, if the word ‘company’ 13
defined to mean any particular entity
the document at all points of reference
should use the word as “"Company™.

Length of the legal document
does not denote good drafting: Be

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comprehensive, precise and let the
transaction determine the length of the
document.

OF A LEGAL
DOCUMENT

The legal document should clearly
spell out all the details of the parties
to the transaction and provide a good
preamble to the legal document which
covers all aspects prior to leading to the
culmination being the transaction as
agreed between the parties - example,
if the legal document 1s a sale dead
relating to an immoveable property,
the entire history of the immoveable
property 10 question must be captured
50 as to leave no room for anv doubt
regarding the seller’s title to the
immoveable propertyv. A good preamble
is half the battle won for a good legal
document.

While legal documents will differ
based on the transaction some of
the fundamental requirements to be
captured i a legal document are -
the objectives of the transaction, the
agreed determined peniod of the legal
document to be 1n subzistence. the roles
of the parties to the transaction, the
obligations of the parties_ consequences
of breach, restrictive covenants if
required, dispute resolution and the
jurisdictional judicial forum are some
of the fundamental requirements that
must be incorporated in the legal
document
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If specific legal provisions must be
provided for in the legal document
depending on the transaction, the same
must be incorporated as reguired.
Domain knowledge cannot be over
emphasised -research 1s the key prior
to commencing any sort of drafting of
a legal document.

If a legal document is drafted with
the motto “everything that will go
wrong will go wrong” one can offer
the solution to the wrong in the legal
document itself which the parties to
the transaction will be bound to give
effect to and may resolve the dispute
amicably within the parameters of the
legal document itself.

ENFORCEABILTY OF A LEGAL
DOCUMENT

A legal document should not be a
mere putting together of words in
good English or any other language.
The legal document must be binding,
enforceable and admissible for all
intents and purposes.

All norms of the laws of contract must
be met especially as relating to offer,
acceptance and consideration vis a vis
the transaction

All applicable laws specific to the
transaction must be addressed and
incorporated 1n the legal document as
required and the enforceability ensured
at all times.

It 15 imperative to have knowledgs
about the important mles of law of
interpretation so asto putright languags
in the documents. give appropriate
meaming to the words and phrases
used therein, and incorporate the will
and infention of the parties to the legal
document’ transaction.

Legal documents require extra care
while drafting and 1t must be ensured
that contractual obligations 1n the
legal document are not contrarv to
the applicable laws and general first
principles of law.

All legal documents must be valid
contracts for legal purposes which are
agreements between the parties coupled
with enforceability and complance
with applicable laws.

Prior to forwarding the first draft of
the legal document to the client, a final
check of the legal document should
be made. If there 1z any “loop hole™
or an issue not addressed mn the legal
document that might sustain a challenge
in a court of law or any judicial forum,
the provision must be redrafted The
legal document must be drafted and
reviewed from three perspectives: a)
how the client will understand and
use the document b) how an opposing
attorney might interpret the legal
document if the transaction were to
escalate into a litigation for whatever
reason and c¢) how a reasonable judge
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might interpret the legal document. If

the above parameters are taken into
consideration while drafting the legal
document, 1t will be comprehensive
and enforceable legal document.

Always be prepared to revise, amend
and even redraft the legal document
with client review and inputs. Bear 1n
mind the transaction 1s more critical
than the fragile ego of the person
drafting the legal document and be
open for inputs from the parties to the
transaction.

CONCLUSION

Understand the chent's goals, identify
and understand the purpose of the legal
document, understand the domain
of the transaction and research the
laws concerning the transaction prior
to commencing drafting of the legal
docutnent.

For an effectrve and enforceable legal
document avoid verbal clutter and be
specific-and clear 1n the use of words.
Be ready to redraft. amend and revisit
the legal document Rigidity 1n
refusing to acknowledge the scope for
amendments 1s a great disservice to the
client.

Always remember the client wants the
transaction to go through, so be flexible
to tiegotiate without compronusing
vour chent’s imnterests.

Be ready to redraft the legal document
if the applicable laws require and the

primary goal should be to achieve
the client’s planning, structuring and
meeting the business goals.

Never depend on templates and archaic
documents. Be specific and true to the
transaction on hand and draft the legal

document accordingly.

+  Usethe client to test the legal document
to ensure it is appropriate for their
business needs and the transaction
subject to applicable laws.

Legal documents can be of vared
kinds and tvpes like sale deeds
immoveable and moveable properties,
business acquisition
agreements,  investment
emploves related agreements, commercial
documents and deeds of all kinds. While
some terms mavbe standard please alwavs
bear 1n mind that one size does not fit

for
vendor documents,
agreements,

all - each transaction 1z specific n 1t
requirements and needs to be dealt bearing
in mind the needs of the transaction.

Advocates regarding
technigues structure,
sequence, and content of a legal document.
However, the important thing to remember
while undertaking legal drafting 15 to
avold ambiguity, vagueness and archaic
legalese. A legal document is a form of
communication of intent of the parties
which must be captured bearing in mind
the above discussed points.
